Robert Green Ingersoll: Great American Infidel

Robert Green Ingersoll, although little remembered today, was
the foremost orator and political speech-maker of late 19th
century America. He was a controversial figure, but very
prominent and highly regarded, even amongst those who
disagreed with him. He crisscrossed the country and spoke
before packed houses on topics ranging from Shakespeare to
Thomas Paine, from Darwin to the rights of women and
African-Americans. He was a tireless advocate of reason and
science. He also praised the virtues of marriage and family
and by all accounts enjoyed an almost idyllic family life. Many
of his ideas were far ahead of his time and, | will argue,
applicable to our current situation.

Jane Shoup is Professor Emerita of Biological Sciences at
Purdue University Calumet, Hammond, IN, where she taught
for 33 years. She holds the AB in Biology from the University of
Rochester, and a PhD in Zoology from the University of
Chicago. Jane has offered a number of courses through the
LIFE (Learning Is For Ever) program at UWSP on topics
including “Darwin and His ‘Dangerous Idea’”, “The Limits to
Growth”, “The Sixth Mass Extinction”, and “Living Within
Limits”.

Laughter: Mediaeval Medicine for the Body and Soul

The Decameron is Giovanni Boccaccio's magnum opus. It
consists of 100 stories told by ten young women (7) and men
(3) who have fled the horrors of the plague (Black Death) to
seek fresh air and conviviality in the hills above Florence in
1348. They dine well, sleep soundly, sing, dance, enjoy nature,
and construct their own private society that privileges
storytelling. Their tales, which are usually raunchy, emphasize
intelligence or cleverness, Fortune (note the capital F), desire,
and magnanimity, and verbal wit abounds amongst both
landed gentry and peasants. But their levity and laughter are
actually medicinal according to both secular and religious
mediaeval medical theory and practice. Maybe we can learn
something from them.

Dan Taylor (LU '63) is his alma mater's Jones Professor
Emeritus of Classics and Linguistics. Thanks to his research
and teaching, the Taylors have lived in Italy for 3 1/2 years. He
has taught 26 Bjorklunden Seminars and has led four
Bjorklunden trips to Italy and Greece. Now retired, he and
Donna live in Colorado.

It is with heartfelt concern for the future of UUFDC that | begin discussing with
all of you what | consider a major challenge to our future: the sustainability of
UUFDC. What do | mean by sustainability? It is a simple question: Are we able to
continue to exist as a congregation into the future? And if we wish to do so, how
do we maintain our beloved community and guarantee its existence?

We exist today because of our founders and because of the loving hands and
volunteer time from our Members and Friends. In addition, we exist because of
the pledges given to our fellowship to fund the staff, services, building, pro-
grams, social outreach, and care of our members.

I'd like to share some factual information with all of you (these are estimates):
98.8% of our pledges come from folks who are 60 years and older
45.2% come from folks who are between 70 — 80 years
16.8% come from folks who are 80 years and older
Our pledge funding has dropped $14,350 from 2015-16 levels.

The reduction in the number of pledges comes about because of a variety of
reasons: folks moving closer to family, friends, or medical facilities; death; or
simply the inability to continue pledges because of changing financial situations.

| want the Fellowship to be here for the rest of my life on this earth. What do
you want? Your Board is discussing this important issue, but we need more than
just the board to weigh in. We are interested in hearing your point of view and
possible solutions. Let’s make a plan and enthusiastically implement it.
